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In April, the number of snow cover days (NSCD) was above 25 days in the Greenland, the northeastern Europe, the region north of about 40(N over the Asia and North America sectors. NSCD was 5-10 days more than normal in the Eastern Europe, northeastern East Asia and the central of North America, with 15-20 days above normal in locations. Meanwhile, NSCD was 2-7 days less than normal in parts of the Western Europe, northern West Asia, southern North America and most West Siberian, with 8-15 days below normal in locations.
China

In April, snow covered most regions in the Tibetan Plateau, western Northwest China, eastern Inner Mongolia and northern Northeast China. NSCD was 3-6 days in the eastern Inner Mongolia and northern Northeast China, and was 3-25 days in the eastern and western Tibetan Plateau. In comparison with the climatic means, the NSCD in most of the southwestern Northwest China and the eastern Tibetan Plateau was 2-18 days more than normal while in most of the rest areas, it is around normal or slightly less than normal.
